Special consideration for lighting placement is given to stadiums with customized roof mount potential.

2. Pole placement and aiming angles shall be designed to minimize glare for players, spectators, and
television cameras.

3. The ratio of key light to backlight main camera levels should be between 1:1 and 1.5:1. A ratio of 1:1 is
preferred.

4. For new facilities or upgrades, it is recommended to consult a lighting professional for optimal pole placement.
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
