Horizontal light levels: 50 footcandles
Horizontal uniformity: 2.5:1
Grid spacing: 10 ft x 10 ft

and catwalk locations.

2. Optimal luminaire placement, mounting heights, and catwalk locations will impact playability and minimize glare and
skip glare.

3. As ageneral rule, due to mounting heights, lower wattage luminaires are used, commonly 1000 watt.
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
