The committee received six bids for consideration and
believes the University of Nevada, Las Vegas, and the Las Vegas Convention and
Visitors Authority will provide a top-notch experience for student-athletes and
coaches. The national championship will take place at the Suncoast Bowling Center
in Las Vegas, Nevada.

(4) Estimated budget impact. No additional expenses will be incurred because of moving
the site.
