1. Sports wagering update. The committees received an update on sports wagering,
specifically prediction markets and harassment of student-athletes. Additionally, staff
discussed on-campus and online educational opportunities for student-athletes and
athletics coaches and other athletics administrators.

2. NCAA Division I Football Rules Subcommittee. The committees received an update from
the NCAA Division I Football Rules Subcommittee on eight recommended modifications to
the playing rules. A recommendation to modify targeting would eliminate the carry-over
penalty associated with a second half targeting foul, add a progressive penalty structure,
and establish an appeals process following multiple targeting fouls by a single
student-athlete in a single season. Another recommendation would require participants to
completely cover their lower extremities from the bottom of the pants to the top of the
ankle. The FBSOC and FCSOC will vote on the subcommittee’s recommendations during
their respective March videoconferences.
