An emerging sport for women
must meet the minimum
sports sponsorship threshold
of 40 schools sponsoring the
sport, per NCAA research data
to be considered for a National

Collegiate Championship. Each
school’s program must meet
the legislated minimum
contest and participant
requirements of its division for
the sport to be counted in the
minimum threshold.
